He washed his hands and said, “I
am innocent of the blood of this just person; see ye to
it" (Matthew 27:24).

The people put a red robe around Jesus and a crown
9 of thorns on His head. They made fun of Him and said,
“Hail, King of the Jews!"” (See Matthew 27:28-30).
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They put nails in His hands and in His feet.
